Market Steer/Feeder Steers- The tag/weigh in will 
be on Saturday March 23rd at Mesa Animal Clinic 
518 E 47 Hwy, Girard, KS 66743 from 12:30-
2:00PM. If you are unable to attend you must make 
prior arrangements with me to tag your animal or it 
will not be eligible to show at the fair. The tags are 
$4 each please bring cash or a check made out to 4-
H Council to pay for your tags. DO NOT WAIT
